c. Tap on Save.
2. Interval: Defines the starting and ending dates when the defined actions will be executed.
To create an Interval rule:
a. Tap the Interval button.
b. Select the day when the action will start.
c. Select the day when the action will end.

Deselect the weekdays when the rule does not apply.

d. Tap Save.

3. No end: The defined actions will be executed on the selected weekdays.
To create a No end rule:
a. Tap the No end button.
